· Brazing and flaring of joints in pipe-work, for installation into a system.
· Strength testing of pipe-work prior to installation. 
· Tightness testing of pipe-work on system.
· Evacuation & Dehydration of system.
· Charge a zeotropic blend into a system. 
· Determine charge weight sufficient by readings 
· “Indirect” leak checking from readings taken. 
· “Direct” leak checking using electronic leak detector.
· Recovery of refrigerant from the system.
· Drain and safe disposal of oil from a system compressor.
· Completion of all certificates, waste transfer notes and system records required throughout all operations.  
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
